Materials fee: Three sets of Pebeo paints will be provided at a cost of $105. 
Please ensure that you bring the exact amount required and place it in an envelope with your name and the 
tutor’s name on the front.  This is to be given to the tutor before commencement of the class.  

 
You must bring along the following: 

� 4 metres washed 100% good quality white cotton fabric. [e.g. homespun, quilters muslin, PFD or 
cotton  poplin] 

� 2 metres pale fabrics eg fat ¼’s of plain colours / pale coloured Bali type / hand dyes 
� 2 fat ¼’s of black & white fabric, E.g. Spot, stripe (more white than black) 

� 1 metre cotton scrim [cheap; looks like gauze bandage] 

� Landscape photos; book or magazine, E.g sunset, water, outback  

� Pencil case; lead pencil, ruler, eraser, 

� Paint palette or white dinner plate for mixing paint on 
� 4 small plastic containers like margarine/yoghurt containers for water/ mixing 

� Plastic spray bottle 

� Craft stencils, printing stamps if you have any  

� Fabric pens [ eg Fabrico, Zig, Micron fabric pens, laundry marker] 

� Apron 
� Cloth for rag [old tea towel] 

� A newspaper 

� Plastic sleeve display folder [for notes] 

� Sketchbook if you use one 

� Sturdy plastic; from this cut 6 fat ¼ size pieces for painting mats 

� Cutting mat 

� Stencil knife or Stanley knife 

� Selection of art paintbrushes. E.g. Small size 4, 8 pointed nose & large flat size 6, 10 brush 

� Large flat brushes like pastry brushes eg 2 inch wide. Cheap quality ok 

� Sponge brush, sponge roller if you have one 
� Sponge; kitchen or natural sea sponge 

� Disposable gloves if desired 
Whilst this seems a lot to collect, it means that you will be set up to do it all later. 

 

� For day 2 & 3, you will need to bring an idea you’d like to develop. Eg. fabric for a particular project 
or fabric/ design. Materials needed will depend on what you’d like to do. If unsure, just have more 
pale or white 100% cotton fabrics. Extra paints will be available for sale if required. 

 
� We also recommend bringing along a cushion in case your chair doesn’t suit your height. This is not a 

necessity, just suggested.  
� Please make sure you label everything with your name.
