You must bring along the following: 
 
FABRIC REQUIREMENTS 

 3.5 metres of background fabric 

 0.4 metres of blue fabric for sashing squares and appliqué  

 0.4 metres of six different yellow fabric for sashing and appliqué  

 0.4 metres of floral fabric for side borders and appliqué  

 0.8 metres of green floral fabric for green borders and appliqué  

 0.5 metres of six different fabrics for final border and appliqué  

 0.3 metres of green fabric for vines 

 0.6 metres of red fabric for binding 
 
OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

 Cotton thread to blend with fabrics for machine piecing 

 Cotton thread to match appliqué fabrics [or silk thread to blend with fabric] 

 One metre freezer paper 

 Two sheets template plastic 

 ¼in Fusible Bias Tape Maker and one roll of 5mm Fusible Web 

 Fine permanent marking pen for drawing and labelling templates 

 One packet 19mm self adhesive circles [you will need approx. 40] 

 One packet 24mm self adhesive circles [you will need approx. 23] 
[You can order the self-adhesive circles from a Newsagency] 

 Size 12 appliqué needles for hand appliqué  

 Scissors for cutting paper, plastic and fabric 

 B pencil and pencil sharpener 

 Rotary cutter, ruler and mat 

 Light box for tracing appliqué design onto background fabric 

 Usual sewing supplies 

 Notebook and pen
