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You must bring along the following: 
The sample quilt uses many reproduction fabrics in four main colours: pink, brown, gold and blue.   

� 1.5m light cream with chocolate spot fabric (background to centre block and detail behind small 
hexagons – pre-cut one 25” x 28” rectangle for centre panel and bring to class 

� A wide range of fabrics in reproduction colours and prints for fussy-cutting appliqué are required. 
More is best!  It is suggested you buy 20cm or 30cm of these fabrics to be used throughout the 
quilt. Not all will be required for class. Choose some fabrics suitable for the urn and vines. 

 
Notions required in class (hand appliqué supplies):  

� Small rotary cutting mat, 28mm cutter and 6½” x 12” ruler 

� Short appliqué pins 
� Fine needles such as size 12 sharps 

� Threads to match appliqué fabrics: Mettler fine embroidery No 60 or silk 

� Thimble of your choice 

� Paper scissors  

� Small sharp embroidery/fabric scissors 
� 2B lead pencil and sharpener 

� Sticky tape 

� Several A3 sheets of cartridge weight paper (110gsm) available from newsagents 

� Clover brand ¼” bias tape maker 
� Best Press spray starch (or Crisp spray starch) 

� 30cm fusible webbing such as Vliesofix (or pre-cut roll of fusible web for ¼” tape maker) to attach 
vines in position or if you prefer water soluble fabric glue such as Roxanne’s glue. 

 
All borders are sewn on the machine after class. 
 
Not required for class: 

� 3m dark cream tone on tone mottled fabric (background to two large qpplique borders) 

� 80cm medium brown, or colour of your choice (background to 1” hexagon border) 

� 1.5m pink stripe (sashing borders) 
� 1.4m final border print, if cutting across the width at 5½” wide.  If cutting the border wider you will 
require more fabric.  If you wish to use a border print and cut down the length and mitre corners, 
you will need 2.4m.  

� 70cm binding fabric
